We will have a dockside tour of the museum (ship) and have lunch in Jack London Square.  Tours 
begin @ 11:00. Tours are approximately 45 minutes in length. Guests watch a 15-minute video in the 
Visitor Center prior to the tour. The video provides a glimpse of Franklin Delano Roosevelt's use of 
the Potomac, emphasizing the impact of his administration on the country, and the Potomac 
restoration story.  The "Floating White House" was originally commissioned the USCG Cutter 
Electra in 1934.  In 1936 it was renamed the USS Potomac and served as Franklin Delano 
Roosevelt's Presidential Yacht until his death in 1945.  
 
Parking:  Washington Street Garage between 2nd and Embarcadero Streets, one block from the 
Potomac. There is no parking validation. 
 
CLOTHING: Be certain to wear flat, comfortable shoes.  Suggest you bring a light sweater or jacket.
